1.  Floral Front Garden eg: annuals and herbaceous flowers  

2.  Permanent Planted Front Garden eg: Shrubs and perennials  

3.  House Frontage – only up to 2 metres depth of front space to plant any plant 
types.

5.  Hanging Basket (home planted basket) If you have more than one basket 
please specify which one to be judged. 

 

6.  Communal Garden (If you are entering part of your communal garden please 
state clearly area to be judged) 

 

7.  School/Nursery/Pre- School Planting – 
Any type of gardening display or project will be taken into account. 
Judging will take place before the end of term. 

 

8.  New Entrant Classes 1,2,3 and 5 (New is defined as any entrant who is new 
to the competition or has not entered in years 2020 -2023) 
Any type of front garden planting. All back gardens will be in class 4  

 

9.   Commercial/Community Premises. Judges will actively seek out good 
properties to judge but if you are proud of yours, please submit an entry to 
ensure you are not overlooked for consideration. Any part of Thornbury 
eligible. 

 

10.  A display of any kind to celebrate or encourage the work of Butterflies  

For classes 1, 2,3, 5 and 8 the judges will not enter on to entrant’s premises so the garden must be visible from a public 
road or pathway. Any garden not clearly visible from a public right of way can be entered in 4, Back Gardens or if 
appropriate 6, Communal gardens. Class 10 must be available for the public to appreciate. 
All gardens to be in Thornbury please. 

 
You may enter only one of classes 1 – 3 but can then also enter 4, 5 and 10 if you wish. 
For class 5 - if you have several hanging baskets on your house please indicate which are to be judged.
